Holy Spirit coming as a "paraclete" or helper. When we encourage
each other, we are allowing the Holy Spirit to work through us. How
are you encouraged by the presence of the Holy Spirit working in and
through you?

Discouragement often leads to giving in to temptation. Who do you
know that needs to be encouraged this week? Will you commit to
follow the Spirit's leadership and encourage that person?
