Going Deeper:

• Prayerlessness is always a sign of our pride and arrogance. How are you 
rationalizing/softening your prayerlessness? In what areas of your life are you 
saying “let me do it” in my own strength to God?  

• If prayer is not a priority in your life now, what is one thing you can do this week to 
grow your faithfulness in prayer?
