When you stop the music say, God’s Son is 
born for (Michael). Continue until each child has been named.

Tell the Story
Open your Bible to Luke 1. Tell the story using the pictured motions (keywords in bold) or show Bible
Story 28 pictures.

When have you gone on a trip with your family? Where did you go? How did you get there?
Listen to hear about a trip Mary and Joseph took. Something very special happened while
they were on their trip.

One day God sent an angel to tell Mary some very special news. Mary was afraid.
She had never seen an angel before.

The angel said, “Don’t be afraid. You will be the mother of a special baby boy. He will
be God’s own Son. Name the baby Jesus.”

Before this special baby was born, Mary and her husband, Joseph, had to go on a
trip. They were going to Bethlehem to write their names in the king’s book. 

Mary probably rode on a little donkey. Joseph walked beside her. Clippety-clop!
Clippety-clop! went the donkey’s feet on the rocky road. 

When Mary and Joseph got to Bethlehem, it was very crowded. Many people were
already there. 

Mary and Joseph were very tired. They looked and looked for a place to stay for the
night. They wanted to go to sleep. But there wasn’t a room anywhere for them!

It was almost time for Mary’s baby to be born. She needed a place to rest. Finally
they found a stable. A stable is a place where sheep, cows and donkeys sleep. The
owner of the stable said they could sleep there.
