Bible Verse: 
“Give thanks to the Lord for He is good. 
His love endures forever.” Psalm 118:1

God’s Word & Me (Bottom Line): 
I can say thank you to God.

David loved God and was thankful to God for loving him and caring for him. When David was a 
young boy, he was a shepherd- he took care of his family’s sheep. David spent much time out 
in the fields with the sheep. He used that time to talk to God and to praise God. David played 
music on a harp and sang songs to praise God. David also wrote songs of praise to God. Some 
of David’s songs are in the Bible. 

David wrote a song about how God loves us and cares for us like a shepherd cares for his 
sheep. “God is my shepherd. He gives me everything I need. He gives me good food and water. 
He shows me the right way to go. Even when I’m scared, I know He is with me and is taking 
care of me. God fills my life with good things, and I know I’ll live forever with Him.” 	

God loved it when David praised Him and thanked Him. 
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Count the sheep on each hill. Then write that number on the tree.

On each hill, draw a � around the sheep with 1 black hoof.

David showed God’s love by taking care of his family’s sheep.
We can show God’s love by helping others, too.
Our Bible says, “With love, help each other.“ (See Galatians 5:13.)
